· 27 kilometers of ski trails, both track and skate skiing

· Many visitors come from Minnesota and many are coming to train for the Berkebeiner

· Offer 8 miles of mountain biking during the summer months
Clint Paulsen- Chippewa County Snowmobile Trails
· In 2009, they logged over 3000 hours of volunteer hours (brushing, signage, etc) and over 1500 hours of grooming
· 24 clubs that maintain the over 300 miles of snowmobile trails within the county
